	INTRODUCTORY COMMENTS (How the paper was received; Papers too long/short/balance)  

Some of the candidates did find the paper difficult.  There was more than one month between the last practicing and this exam paper. The students and teachers complained that both of the Engineering Graphics and Design papers had to be done in the warm afternoons.  It was a well balanced paper.  The length of the paper seems to be a problem; some candidates complained they could not finish in time.
DISCUSSION OF PAPER PER QUESTION (Supply possible reasons why candidates excelled or failed in each question)

Question 1

This question was not answered very well. Printing is not good.  Students cannot interpret the site plan.  Students did not know the features like gate opening direction, the step up of the pavilion, sewerage etc. Students cannot determine the total area of the squash court and the perimeter of the site.
Question 2
This question was not answered very well.  Students can reproduce the given view, but find it difficult to determine the 15°of the hexagon. No centre lines were used.  More than half of the candidates did not do the development, because of time and bad knowledge.  
Question 3 

Well received by the learners.  Students show evidence off knowledge in perspective. This question was off a high cognitive level and the average student find this question difficult because of the too much detail.  Most of the students struggle with the circle which was placed on the top view.   

Question 4 
Well received by most learners. Learners do not read the instructions and that may be a reason why some of them where not able to done or complete the question. Most of the learners have a problem to show the small detail.   Students did not know the SABS conventions.  Hatching was not use in the correct manner. Some learners did not finish the sectional view, because off time.
RECOMMENDATIONS TO TEACHERS ON HOW TO IMPROVE THE RESULTS
Teachers should expose students to more exercises on analytical questions and civil drawings.

Students need to look on at the assessment rubric, to see on what they are going to be assessed.
