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	INTRODUCTORY COMMENTS (How the paper was received; Papers too long/short/balance) 
 Our  observation is that the majority of learners find the question paper very difficult. 

· The bright candidates could not finish the paper in time.  

· There are candidates who got distinctions, but these candidates will get distinctions whatever you asked them. 

· There is a big gap between the candidates who got distinctions and the rest of the candidates.          ( ±30% ).
·  There was more than one month between the last practicing and this exam paper. 
· The candidates and teachers complained that both of the Engineering Graphics and Design papers had to be done in the warm afternoons after another 3 hour paper. 
· Experienced teachers also drawn out the paper and mentioned that they also need ±20 to 40 minutes to complete the paper.

DISCUSSION OF PAPER PER QUESTION (Supply possible reasons why candidates excelled or failed in each question)

Question 1
· The analytical question was fair.

· Some of the candidates achieved good marks and some very low marks.
· A lot of questions left out completely.

· Candidates don’t read with insight.

· Candidates don’t know the abbreviations like CB – Counter-bore. 

· The projection symbol not correctly drawn in freehand.
Question 2
Question 2A

· This question was not answered well.

· Candidates don’t read properly.

· The given square was confusing, because some of the candidates see it as a section and then they draw it left handed.
· Knowledge is not up to standard regarding the application of the Helix.
Question 2B
· A very good question.

· The majority candidates answer the question and some students did not even attempt it.
· This question was received very well by the candidates.
Question 3 
· A very good drawing for the so called higher grade candidates. 
· Not well received by the rest of the candidates.
· Too much detail on this drawing.
· Candidates could not interpret the drawing.
· Candidates could not construct the octagon.
· Candidates spend too much time on this drawing.
· Some of the candidates could not construct the circle.
· My observation is that teachers don’t give attention to the basics of drawings.
Question 4 
· Again the good candidate obtain good marks, but the average candidate struggle to assemble the machine parts.
Front view:
· A very busy drawing.

· Most candidates could draw the housing.

· Section of rib not done correctly.

· The grub screw left out completely. ( only the hole drawn )
· Most candidates could draw the spacer.

· Candidates did not show good knowledge concerning the partly sectioned shaft and key.

· The shaft end not drawn correctly by the majority of candidates. 

· Some candidates made a mistake with the lever because of bad planning.

· Washer not answered very well. Some candidates sectioned it and some not.

· Nut not answered well as the candidates were not able to construct the hexagon. 

· They don’t know the formula of the hexagonal nut.   
Right view:

· Candidates could draw the housing.

· The candidates who draw the release arm obtain good marks.
· Most of the candidates manage to draw the lever.
· The right view of the nut stays a problem.

· The majority of candidates did not draw the cutting plane.

· The presentation of the line work is not up to standard.

· Centre lines not drawn correctly.
RECOMMENDATIONS TO TEACHERS ON HOW TO IMPROVE THE RESULTS
· Teachers need to spend more time on the basic principles of drawing and not to practice previous question papers.

·  Candidates to draw more drawings to improve speed.

· Candidates need to apply their knowledge to reproduce drawings. 
· Candidates need to focus on what they read.

· They read something and they draw something totally different.

· Candidates look at the figure and then they start drawing without answering the question. 
· Teachers need in-service training courses on all the subject matter. 

	FURTHER COMMENTS 

· This question paper cater for 20% of the candidates.
· The average candidate did not stand a chance to obtain a good mark.
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
