· Performance is similar to the one registered in 2011.

Ngaka Modiri Molema performed above the Pronvicial average and other three regions namely Dr Ruth Mompati,Bojanala and Dr K.K.Kaunda in question 10.
Questions 9 and 10 are based on the play entitled Nothing But the Truth.Question 9 is the essay based on Nothing but the Truth and question 10 has contextual questions based on the same book. Candidates had a choice to answer an essay or contextual questions.
Dr K.K. Kaunda performed better than the Province, Bojanala, Ngaka Modiri Molema and Dr Ruth Mompati in question 11 i.e the Short story essay based on “The Coffee cart girl”.

According to the sample, Dr Ruth Segomotsi Mompati performed at 60% i.e 20% higher than the provincial average. The provincial pass rate in question 12 is 40,6%.
Bojanala, Ngaka Modiri Molema and  Dr k.k Kaunda obtained 39,5%, 36,8% and 35,4% in question 12 respectively. 
Question 11 has contextual questions based on the Short Story entitled “Relatives”.
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Based on the sample, the Bojanala Region obtained 67,1% pass rate in question 13 i.e contextual questions based on a poem entitled “On his blindness”. The Bojanala performance is 13% higher than the provincial average.

Ngaka Modiri Molema Modiri Molema performed 7% higher than the provincial average of 41.3% in the poetry contextual questions based on question 14 i.e The Serf.  The pass rate for Ngaka Modiri Molema is 48,3%.
Dr k.k Kaunda, Dr Ruth Segomotsi Mompati and Bojananala obtained 38,7%, 31,1% and 47,3% respectively.
Bojanala  had a pass rate of 66,2% in question 15 based on the poem entitled “Auto Wreck”.
The provincial average in question 15 is 49,4%.
