1.7.1There are few learners who answered as if the dream was a reality eg. “uDumezweni wavuswa yimvula enkulu/ or kukudilika kwendunduma”

· Example of this is seen in the following:
· Question 1.6. (Sizathu sini esabangela ukuba uDumezweni ehle esithubeni kuloo bhasi engafikanga nakuloo Soweto?)

· Example of learners’ response of 1.6 = kwathi sekuphiphi, sewungcono nok’umqhele, wakhumbula ubugebenga base Soweto awayekhe abaliselwe ngabo, wemisa, wehla esithubeni kuloo bhasi sekumnyama mpela ngoku.

· The underlined parts of the answer were not essential or necessary.
·  Note the repetition in red highlighted fragments.
QUESTION 2

· The summarising skill is still a problem to most learners.

· However some learners attempted this question fairly at 30%-100%

(b) Reasons why the question was poorly answered. Specific examples, 
common errors and misconceptions are indicated.

· Candidates select and write verbatim certain portions of the passage instead of summarising.

· Others get out of context when trying to use their own words, they formulate their own story 

· Some candidates have a tendency of just picking up on one sub- opinion from the passage and elucidate on  it 

Examples  are as follows:

i) In paragraph 1 - The passage is introduced by an overview of career choice and its confusions in young people. 




The candidates took that concept and discussed issues around 


it from their perspective as their summary, thus 




they did not cover the other information given on 




the passage. 

ii) In paragraph 2 - The idea of parents choosing careers for their children 



Some of the candidates decided to discuss disadvantages or 

advantages of this notion throughout their response.

iii) Others decided to respond directly and barely according to the phrase of the question [ “indlela abantu abaphumeleleyo amabenze ngayo umahluko ebomini babanye abantu”.] – candidates stated their own different ways of how to make a difference in other peoples’ lives. 

This means they gave their own lecture.
