It was evident that the candidates were not familiar with poem, it was very abstract to them as they did not even know who is the person praised in the poem. .

The learners did not interpret well what the question needs because they did not analyse as per stanza according to question instruction.

In Question 5 the reasons are as follows

The candidates could not identify figures of speech in the poem.

Their language usage and expression is poor.

Educators should put extra emphasis on training the learners in analysing poetry and exposing them to all the possible tools of analysis. 

Team work of teachers can help where one educator is not conversant with any section of literature.
