UMBUZO  1 OF SECTION A
[50 MARKS]

(a)Well answered or poorly answered?

Candidates performed satisfactorily in essay writing.

The minimum obtained is 40%.

(b)Why the question poorly answered? Also provide specific examples, indicate common errors committed by learners in this question, and any misconceptions.
The following are the findings from question 1.1 up to question 1.6 of SECTION A.
1.1. Some learners misinterpreted the FUTURE(IKAMVA) with talent and so their essays were based on how to develop one’s talent instead of what the questioned required.

1.2. Candidates tackled this topic fairly well.

            Their attempt to define a song, exploring different music genres and     

            stating benefits was realistic.

1.3. The topic was not interpreted well by the majority who chose it.

They argued about IsiXhosa as Language of instruction for every learner and addressed the detriments that will be posed to those non-Xhosa speaking learners. 

The topic was intended.to explore the benefits and hiccups of using Home language as the Language of instruction to diverse South African indigenous language speaking learners.

1.4. A sound interpretation of the native phrase ‘UBUHLE BEKHIWANE ZIIMPETHU was noticeable
1.5. Most of those who chose the topic here were not creative enough to scrutinize different roles of various stakeholders (ULUNTU NGOKUBANZI) in the enhancement of South African education.

Candidates mainly focused on discussing the role of community fellow members (especially neighbours) only.

Some merely debated about importance of good quality education and how would it benefit the country.

1.6. Although most candidates managed to give comprehensive account on duties of the traffic officer, some missed the mark of assuming that they are the ones who will embark on those duties and even upgrade them.

Otherwise the response on this topic was reasonable.

1.7. 1.7.1.
The candidates succeeded in deducing that the picture was intended to 
make them to give deliberations about farming.

1.7.2.
The picture effectively encouraged the candidates to ponder on water as a 
valuable resource that must be available to all living organisms.

(c)Provide suggestions for improvement in relation to Teaching and Learning

Improvement on spelling, sentence construction, grammar and usage of language idioms along with other language enhancement expressions should be given attention at school.

Encourage involvement of learners in Home Language public speaking activities to expand knowledge and vocabulary.

Emphasise the importance of planning the writing using mind maps to allow the flow of ideas curb repetition of fact and deviation from context.

Address the misconception of sub-headings in an essay.

(d)Describe any other specific observations relating to responses of learners.

Learners should adhere to the prescribed length of the compositions.

Learners are improving on synthesis; let’s just work on their skill on the ability to design good introductions and conclusions-for their presentations

They should improve on neatness and ensure that their work is presentable.

Advise the candidates to cancel the initial rough draft on their exam scripts and mark it as thus to avoid confusion during marking process.

There are learners who write sub-topics to each paragraph of the essay.

The general performance was fair with percentages ranges from 40 - 70

(b) Reasons why the question was poorly answered. Specific examples, common 

errors and misconceptions are indicated.

Common errors in questions 2.1 up to 2.4 included the following:

2.1.
Some learners decided to use the letter as an invitation of a friend to a music 

performance staged by the favourite singer instead of expressing their adoration for this 
specific beloved singer of their choice as well as their music.

Others picked up one song from choice musician and mainly discussed that song 
overlooking to explain why they appreciate the singer.

2.2.
Some few candidates wrote a biography of the deceased not an obituary.
2.3.
Although the few learners who opted for this question of an interview were relevant in 
terms of format and content, they lacked broad ideas and facts and thus could not 
formulate remarkable questions and responses.

2.4.
Most learners avoided this question .of writing to the editor.
 (c)    Suggestions for improvement in relation to teaching and learning.
Teachers should put an emphasis on teaching the format of these longer pieces.

The position of a salutation and the end of the letter should be highlighted to the learners.

The obituary should not be written as a first person, it should remain as an account of a deceased by somebody else.

3.1.
In an advertisement , learners tend to focus on decorating a lot and overlook the importance of providing useful information about the products, address, contact details , name of business  slogans , etc.

This limits the possibility to observe the stipulated number of words.

3.2.
Most learners avoided this question of designing a postcard.

3.3.
Majority of candidates who chose this question misinterpreted it. 

They had a tendency of listing the suggestions of cleaning projects that can be undertaken by community members instead of expressing instructions of how the cleaning activity at that particular time will be carried out.
Some even focused on discussing the importance of a clean environment.
