The paper is balanced in terms of cognitive levels and learning outcomes. Candidates were given clear instructions on how to answer questions in this paper. To ensure that candidates finish writing this paper within the stipulated time, they were given clear guidelines on how to spend two hours writing an 80 marks paper, e.g 60 minutes for section A, which carries 40 marks, and section B and C allocated30 minutes each, and each of them carrying 20 marks, which I think is fair to the candidates.
SECTION 1

(General overview of Learner Performance in the question paper as a whole)
The performed very well. No candidate performed below the pass rate. They all achieved very well. Candidates performed well in this paper, the highest mark being 88% and the lowest being 55%. The majority of the candidates performed well above the pass rate, majority in between 70 and 80%.

QUESTION 1 ESSAY WRITTING

(a) General comments on the performance of learners in the specific question.
In Section A learners were able to write good essays and followed the instructions on the question paper. Learners did well in this section, the highest being 46 out of 50. their marks range from 36 to 46. The majority scored between 38 and 42.
(b) Reasons why the question was poorly answered. Specific examples, common errors  
 and misconceptions are indicated.

There were few challenges like the inability to use pure Setswana words, spelling and punctuation.

Some candidates are forgetting to cancel their drafts and this should be emphasised in schools as this causes confusion.  Sufficient time must be spent on the teaching of grammar to eliminate common grammatical errors committed by learners to write, they should be given texts to edit.

Few challenges experienced are: writing a format of a letter instead of a formal letter, incorrect address, wrong spelling and punctuation.

Some candidates are forgetting to cancel their drafts and this should be emphasised in schools as this causes confusion. Teachers should each learner how to differentiate between formal and informal letter and types of formal letters.
